Where should cctv cameras be located in Wellington?

1. Enter data from the map onto a new spreadsheet.
2. Highlight all the data cells and click Chart Wizard, and choose Surface and 3D surface.
3. Choose Series in Rows
4. Add a chart title (Crimes in Wellington 20th July to 19th September 2004)
5. Choose where to place the new chart (object in sheet 2) and then click finish

6. Right click on Series axis choose format axis and tick series in reverse order. This lines the chart up with the base photo.
7. Right click on Value axis and choose format axis, then change minimum value to -6 to raise the chart from the floor.
8. Enlarge the plot area as far as possible to make the chart large.
9. Right click on Floor and choose Format Floor / Fill Effects / select picture and insert Wellington map or photo.
10. Right click on Floor and choose 3D View. Select right angle axes and height as 80% of base.
11. Rotate the chart as desired using the corners.
12. Double click on the negative numbers in the legend to highlight each entry and then right click and clear them. (This can be a bit fiddly)
13. Change the colour shades on the legend to suit your sense of taste! Double click on the colour and choose Format Legend Key to do this. (Add a 3D effect by selecting this under Options)
14. Right click on the grey walls and choose Clear to get rid of them if desired. Do the same for the gridlines and the axes.

15. Use the Drawing Tools to add labels that identify the parts of Wellington with crime problems. The map should be helpful. Locate the ideal positions for cctv cameras. This can be done on separate maps if you like.

16. Write a short paragraph to explain your decisions.

17.  Save and print off a copy of your work.
