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The above map was produced in Microsoft Word and is composed of four “layers” as shown by the diagram on the left. The layers can be dragged in or out desired, effectively a simple GIS.





This technique would certainly count as a “more complex” presentation technique for GCSE students concerned with accessing higher level marks for their coursework projects.





Each layer is a copy of the base map and every element in the base map has been grouped. In order to change the details the elements were simply ungrouped and then regrouped afterwards. The individual layers are included below:
